To indicate the Advance
feature being activated the ‘ADVANCE’ button will stay illuminated until the next programme
switching time, the user display will also change to indicate the status of the timeswitch and
the next switching time.

PROGRAMME OVERRIDE FACILITIES

With the ChannelPlus H17XL Series 2 timeswitch operating in the normal running mode it is
possible to alter the functionality of the programme on each individual channel. The options
include; Auto - Timeswitch follows all programmed ‘ON’ and ‘OFF’ times.

All day - Timeswitch operates from 1st ‘ON’ time until 3rd 'OFF’, ignoring all
switching times in between. Useful for unexpected times of occupation or to maintain
a constant temperature during an extended period.

On - Timeswitch will be constantly ‘ON’.

Off - Timeswitch will be constantly ‘OFF’, ability to turn off the programme during

summer without altering the programme times.
All of the settings above will be permanent, i.e. unaffected by programme times, until the
programme is altered by the user
