Adjusting the Speaker and Microphone

6-Position

You can adjust the speaker volume and microphone sensitivity using the two RIA1

trimmers located on the printed circuit board (PCB) — see Figure 1. After installation,
test the infinite Interphone and adjust the trimmers as required. Turn the trimmer
clockwise to increase or counter-clockwise to decrease the volume/sensitivity.
