
LUX Level

The LUX adjustment determines at what level the sensor
will start operating when set to automatic operation &
can be adjusted to suit individual requirements.

Sensitivity Adjustment

For minimum sensitivity turn the knob anticlockwise, for
maximum sensitivity turn fully clockwise. 
Minimum sensitivity detects up to 4m. 
Maximum detection is up to 10m.

Time adjustment (1-30 Minutes & Test) 

The TIME adjustment controls how long the fitting will
stay on after motion is no longer detected.      is for
test mode (see sensor status). 

The sensor has three adjustments to control 
the fitting, which can be automatically turned 
ON or turned OFF according to  setting value.

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SENSOR STATUS

Warm-up:    ( LED indicator - ON;   Loading - ON) 

This unit requires a warm-up of approx. 30 seconds after power is applied 
for the system’s circuit to stabilize. 

Manual Override:

Turn the switch OFF then ON twice within 2 seconds. This will activate 
the manual override facility. The sensor will reset to automatic mode 
after 4 hours. 
To return to automatic mode within the 4 hours turn the switch OFF 
then ON again within 2 seconds.

Turn the time adjustment knob anticlockwise to the       position to 
enter test mode. Each time movement is detected the light will turn
on for approx. 2 seconds then reset. Turn the knob clockwise to the
required time to exit the test mode.

When the light level is above the required lux setting the sensor will
go into stand-by.

Automatic Mode:

When the timer is not in test mode & the lux level is adjusted, the sensor
will go into automatic mode when the ambient light level is below the 
setting.   

TROUBLESHOOTING

Q1: Does not function at all
• Make sure the power switch (if applicable) is ON and check the wiring is correct.

• Check that the circuit breaker, fuse, and main circuit breaker or main power switch are ON. 

• Check that the loading (such as light bulb) is functional.

• Should the light level be too bright it may be necessary to increase the LUX setting.

Q2: The sensor light is always ON
• The sensor may be in manual override mode. Turn the switch OFF then ON within 2 seconds to return to automatic mode.

Test Mode:    ( LED indicator - ON;   Loading - ON) 

Stand-by:    ( LED indicator - OFF;   Loading - OFF) 

    ( LED indicator - Fast flash twice each detection;   Loading - Auto ON/OFF) 

    ( LED indicator - Interval 5 seconds flash 1 time;   Loading - ON)
