Why is Y flashing?

® The handset is too far from the base unit. Move
closer.

® The base unit AC adaptor is not connected.
Check the connections.

® You are using the handset or base unitin an area
with high electrical interference. Place the
handset and base unit away from interference
sources, such as antennas and mobile phones.

® The handset is not registered to the base unit.
Register it (page 6).

What should | do when the
handset does not turn on?

® Make sure that the batteries are installed
correctly.

® Fully charge the batteries.

® Clean the charge contacts and charge again.

How long is the battery
operating time?

® \When you are using fully-charged Ni-MH batteries
(supplied batteries);
In continuous use: 17 hours max.

® |t is normal for batteries not to reach full capacity
at the initial charge.
