The power supply is provided by
DALI bus and it outputs DALI signal. Users can control DALI devices
more conveniently by pairing with wireless kinetic switches.

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Pairing with Wireless Quinetic Switches

There are two rotary switches: “Group” and “Scene”. The rotary switch
is used to set the starting group or scene number from 0~F, total 16
states.

After powering on, set the starting “Group” and “Scene” numbers.
Press the pairing button for 3 seconds and then release. The red LED
indicator light will start flashing once per second and the RF DALI
controller will enter pairing mode. Press the wireless kinetic switch
button once, the indicator light will turn OFF, confirming that the
pairing is successful.

Set starting group number via rotary switch:

* When the rotary switch arrow position is at 0, a paired wireless
Quinetic switch controls all 16 groups of devices through broadcast
* When the rotary switch arrow position is at X except 0 (1~F), a
paired wireless Quinetic switch controls X-1 group of DALI devices

Note: The DALI slave controllers on the circuit must be assigned to one
or more DALI groups by a DALI master first.

Set starting scene number via rotary switch:
When the rotary switch arrow position is at X (0~F), a paired wireless
Quinetic switch controls DALI scene X+1.

Up to 20 wireless kinetic switches can be paired with the RF DALI

controller. If the number of switches is exceeded, the information for the
first wireless Quinetic switch paired will be overwritten.

Clear Pairing

Press the pairing button for 7 seconds and then release. The red LED
indicator light will start flashing twice per second. The paired

wireless Quinetic switch information on the rotary switch (both group
& scene) will be cleared and then the indicator light will turn OFF.

Press the pairing button for 10 seconds to clear all paired wireless
switch information. The red indicator light will stay on for 3 seconds
and then turn off.

Group Control (Non-Scene)

Note: Group control (non-scene) only supports dual gang switches
or four gang switches. The left button control OFF (long press
for dim-) and the right button controls ON (long press for dim+).

Set the group rotary switch position, press the pairing button for 3
seconds then release the button and the red LED indicator will start
flashing once per second. Press the pairing button twice quickly and
the green indicator light will stay constantly on. Press the wireless
kinetic switch once, the indicator light will turn OFF indicating that
pairing is successful. You can now short press the switches to control
group on/off and long press to dim up and down.

Default Setting

After powering on, the default brightness is 75% when the switch is
turned ON for the first time. After pairing the wireless Quinetic switch,
the red indicator light indicates the output status. Press the wireless
Quinetic switch once and the indicator light flashes once, confirming
that the action is completed.

In scene mode, a paired wireless Quinetic switch performs the scene
function set by the DALI master. In this case, the lights cannot be turned
OFF by pressing the button again. Each time the paired wireless
Quinetic switch is pressed, the same scene is triggered. (dimming,
colour change, etc.)

In group mode, a paired wireless Quinetic switch can control one or
more groups of DALI devices.

Application

RF DALI controller is a fusion of wired lighting solutions and wireless
lighting control solutions, which can be applied in many scenarios such
as commercial offices, public buildings, etc. Compatible with the original
wiring lighting control system, it has more flexibility, no wiring, quick
installation time and effective energy saving.
